This year brought many challenges to the Sunshine Coast School Board in having to
make decisions on how to maximize services with less funding. The next few years most
likely will not bring much relief as the student population, especially at the younger ages,
continues to be in a decline. The Sunshine Coast Youth Soccer Association has
collaborated with the Sunshine Coast Central Baseball League to bring improvements to
the upper field at Chatelech Secondary School. This relationship has received support
from the Sunshine Coast School Board with administration and CUPE providing
direction and access. Seeing the area being transformed for better use of the student body
is very satisfying.

Even more satisfying is being part of a community that is always ready to participate in
adding to the quality of life for everyone that lives here. As the upper field at Chatelech
moves forward we are now preparing to bring improvements to the lower field. This will
require engaging the whole community. The formation of the Sunshine Coast Arts and
Recreation Foundation can be a vehicle positioned to raise capital for capital assets
improvements for the school district with an agreement for access with the community at
large. Possibly in May of this year, a screening of Mary Pickford, A Muse of the Movies,
will be shown as an introduction to SCARF. The broad base of community will receive
an invitation to watch the film at the Chatelech Theatre.

Upon the conclusion of the film there will be information on the formation of SCARF
and opportunities for people to get involved. I would like to discuss this at your earliest
convenience before any material is distributed in the community.
