If you plan on 
attending Cap. U. you can write the 
EDT instead. Registration closes 9 
days prior to test.

Students who plan to attend post 
secondary next year must give the 
Ministry of Education the authority to 
release official marks to the schools 
students are applying to. This is done 
online. Interim marks will be sent to 
BC and Ontario institutions if this form 
is completed by April 30 (these marks 
will be used for early admission). Final 
deadline is June 30.  If you did not do 

this with the counsellors at school in January 
or want to change your choices, see a 
counsellor.

Provincial Exam Results
Provincial Exam results will be available online 
beginning Mar 2. You must have your PEN 
number. Start with the Elphinstone website. If 
you wish to rewrite English 12 (after you see 
your results) you must talk to the teacher 
before signing up with Mr. Apple/Ms. Bailey.  
En 12 is available April 12 at 9:00.
